Kurs Tanimi

Baskanligimiz blnyesinde diizenlenecek olan bu bes gunlik kurs, erken dénem Islami cilt
yaptlarinin tanitimi (1 gun) ve parsdmen konservasyonuna giris (3 gun) derslerini icerecektir.
Kursun ilk kismi boyunca katilimcilarin erken dénem cilt yapilarini kavramalarini saglamak icin
1940'da Tunus’'taki Sidi Ukba Ulu Camii ve Yemen'deki Sanaa Blylk Camii’de bulunan eserlerin
parcalari tanitilacaktir. Bu bilgilere; Fustat (Kahire) ve Sam'dan erken dénem cilt analizi, Tlrk ve
Islam Eserleri Miizesinden erken dénem yazma eserlerin incelenmesi ve model ciltlerin calisiimasi
eklenecektir. Ayrica erken donem Islami yazmalara yonelik yaygin konservasyon konularindan da s6z
edilecektir. Kursun ikinci kismi boyunca katilimcilara nemlendirme, duzlestirme, yirtik onarimi,
eksik tamamlama ve montaj gibi parsémen konservasyonunun temel becerileri de kazandirilacaktir.

Kursu tamamladiktan sonra katilimcilar:

+ Erken donem Islami ciltleri taniyabilecek, tanimlayabilecek ve siniflandirabilecektir.
+ Deri ve parsdmen arasindaki farki anlayabilecektir.

+ Parsémen icin dogru ele alma tekniklerini, dnleyici konservasyon prosedirlerini ve sergileme igin
gereksinimleri 6grenmis olacaktir.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This five-day course will comprise a two-day introduction to early Islamic binding structures and a
three-day introduction to parchment conservation. During the first part of the course, participants
will be introduced to the evidence that the discoveries of early Islamic manuscripts in the Great
Mosque of Kairouan, Tunisia in the 1940S and the Great Mosque of Sanaa, Yemen in the 1970S
provide for our understanding of early binding structures. This information will be supplemented by
the analysis of early bindings from Fustat (Cairo) and Damascus, the examination of early Islamic
manuscripts at the Museum of Turkish and Islamic Art, and the study of model bindings.
Conservation issues common to early Islamic manuscripts will also be discussed. During the second
part of the course, participants will be taught basic parchment conservation skills including relaxing
and flattening, tear repair, loss repair, and mounting.

After completing the course, the participants will:

+ Be able to recognise, describe, and classify an early Islamic binding.
+ Be able to recognise the difference between leather and parchment.

+ Have learned the correct handling techniques, preventive conservation procedures, and exhibition
requirements for parchment.

+ Be able to identify, assess, and describe the condition ofand damage to parchment.

« Be aware of the correct conservation procedures and techniques for treating parchment and
understand the potential risks of treatments.

+ Be able to perform basic parchment conservation.

Marco di Bella is a manuscript and book conservator based in Palermo, Italy.
He graduated from the European Course for Conservators-Restorers of Book
Materials in Spoleto, Italy in 2001. The same year he worked on conservation
and survey projects in Dubrovnik, Croatia for the National Trust for Croatian
Monuments, and in 2003 he joined Camberwell College of Arts’ conservation
project at St Catherines Monastery in Sinai, Egypt. He was a book
conservator and consultant for the Yemeni Social Fund for development in
Sanaa, Yemen from 2004 to 2007; for the Thesaurus Islamicus Foundation and
Dar al-Kutub Manuscript Conservation Project in Cairo, Egypt from 2006 to
2013; for the National Archive in Tripoli, Libya in 2010; and for the Hiob
Ludolf Center for Ethiopian Studies at the University of Hamburg and the
Ethio-SPARE Project from 2011 to 2014. Since 2005, he has worked as a
consultant for UNESCO and taught several training courses in book
conservation in Yemen, Ozbekistan, and Iraq; and since 2007, he has been
employed as book conservation tutor by the University of Palermo. He has
worked for several private book conservation studios in Italy and has lectured
and published on the archaeology of early Islamic bookbinding and book
conservation.

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Nikolas Sarris is a book and paper conservator based in Athens, Greece. He is a
lecturer of book and paper conservation at the Department for the Preservation
and Conservation of Cultutal Heritage at the Technological Educational
Institute ofthe lonian Islands in Zakynthos, Greece; and he supervises the book
conservation studio at the monastery of StJohn Theologian in Patmos, Greece,
where he has organised several workshops on book and paper conservation and
historic bookbinding. He has worked as a book conservator at the British
Library, where he took part in the conservation of the Codex Sinaiticus, and at
the Strang Print Room at University College Londons Slade School of Fine
Art. Since 2001, he has collaborated with the Ligatus Research Unit at
Camberwell College of Arts on research related to the St Catherine’s Library
Conservation Project in Sinai, Egypt; and since 2006, he has worked with the
Thesaurus Islamicus Foundation to survey and conserve manuscripts, as well as
to train conservators, at the National Library of Egypt in Cairo. He has
collaborated with the University of Hamburg on the EU-funded Ethio-SPARE
Project for the preservation and on-site conservation of Ethiopic manuscripts in
Tigray, Ethiopia; and he has worked with UNESCO to train conservators and
librarians in Irag. He is a member of the European project Comparative
Oriental Manuscript Studies (COMSt), in which he represents Greece on
issues related to the conservation of Oriental manuscripts. He has taught and
lectured in the UK (London, Oxford), Belgium, Denmark, the Netherlands,
Greece, Turkey, lrag, and Egypt. He was awarded his PhD in 2011 by the
University of the Arts London for his thesis on the classification of finishing
tools on Byzantine/Greek bookbindings in the library of St Catherines
Monastery in Sinai, Egypt.
